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Update from CHI.L.D. Associ

The commencement of 2011 has seen the start of an ongoing campaign to raise awareness about Primary Language

Di sorder with politicians and the general community. Br
of this campaign as have the important contributions made by those parents who have written letters, spoken to the

media, spoken to their friends and colleagues and who have also been involved with our major fundraising events.

Phase One of the campaign began last year (by sending a major position paper on PLD and our activities to all state MPs,
federal ministers, shadows, and local Senators etc) as well as a recent submission to the Review of Funding for Schooling
which has been submitted.

Phase Two is now completed. Letters have been mailed to all 300 State and Federal MPs highlighting the funding and
recognition issues we face. We have drawn attention to the funding inequality that Glenleighden receives and have
attached a number of letters from parents telling the stories of their journeys with PLD. At the same time we responded
forcefully to the statements of Senator Boyce suggesting that special schools be closed down.

Phase Three is nhow underway. It is based on a simple proposition. We have produced a range of materials that simply ask
oWhere would you be, do you think, if you hadnét | earned
one for Members of Parliament. We have also sent invitations to local leading figures in the State and Federal

governments, the State and Federal oppositions and the City Council to join us for separate morning teas in mid-May.

There have been some positive responses so far.

Jane Prentice has addressed the House of Representatives mentioning the school and the need for Primary Language

Disorder to be recognised, as well as doing a press release. Parents have spoken on ABC612 with Steve Austen following

his interview with Senator Boyce about special schools. Over the Easter holidays, th&Vestside Newscarried an article

about our push for national recognition of PLD and a mot
with PLD and how valuable Glenleighden has been for her daughter. This would appear to have prompted the Madonna

King interview in which | participated on ABC Morning Radio on Wednesday on my return to work.

We will continue to repeat two messages:

1. Imagine what our school and organisation could provide if it received equitable funding.
2. Primary language disorder needs to be recognised as a disability worthy of, and indeed necessitating, quality early
intervention for the good of the entire community.

Thank you to all who have contributed so far and | look forward to continuing to work with you to spread our vital
messages for better and ongoing services for our children and their families.
