WHOOPING COUGH@ '

Please be aware that Brisbane has been experiencing cases of Whooplnc
Cough (Pertussis) which is highly contagious. While the infection may cause just an irritating,
persistent cough for adolescents and adults, it can be life threatening for babies and young children,
particularly those not fully protected by vaccination. Whooping cough may start like a cold, with a
runny nose, sneezing and tiredness before the characteristic cough develops. These coughing bouts
can be very severe and frightening, and may end with a crowing noise (the whoop). If you or a
member of your family is experiencing any of these symptoms you should seek immediate medical
advice from your doctor.
