Transition to other schools 
For parents with a child at Glenleighden, 
there may come a time when consideration is 
given to transition to a mainstream school 
setting. It may be a ñone-offò or perhaps 
come and go with a sickening frequency. Our 
role is to support parents during this time to 
ensure the very best outcome for their child 
and our student. It can feel quite daunting 
and perhaps even scary, so please do not 
feel you need to do this alone. Staff at 
Glenleighden can support you with pros and 
cons and questions to ask schools that are 
specific to your child, should you wish to 
investigate options. In the past parents have 
found this useful in determining whether to 
move to another setting or keep their child at 
Glenleighden. 
If you are considering a transition please be 
aware that the enrolment policy stipulates 8 
weeksô notice, or a forfeiture of a termôs fees 
in lieu of notice. An intention can be given 
discreetly either to your childôs Level 
Coordinator or Head of School, with support 

given until you make a decision. Please do 
not hesitate to speak with me if you have any 
queries about this process.  
Term 3 starts Tuesday 12th July 
I wish all of our families a restful break from 
school for the next fortnight and look forward 
to seeing everyone again on Tuesday 12th 

July after pupil free day. Please be aware 
that our office will continue to be open during 
the holidays with skeleton staff available 
should you need to speak with any of us.

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Update from CHI.L.D. Association

After an appeal on an initial application for renewal of The Glenleighden School site lease 

with the Department of Environment and Resource Management, I am pleased to announce 

that the lease has been renewed  for another thirty years from June 2011, giving the school 

the ability to continue to invest in capital improvements and ensure that any investment put 

into the school facilities will have long term benefits.   This is great news for the school 

community and the longevity of the programs.  

 

Following on from previous newsletters about independent school funding, I would like to 

provide some further information about funding for independent schools.  

Funding Myth Number 3:  Non-government schools receive most of their capital funding 

from government, with the typical image of a non -government school being a long 

established traditional high fee private school with heritage buildings and state -of-the-art 

facilities. 

 

The facts are: 

About 25 per cent of non -government schools are regarded as serving high income 

communities and many long established independent schools receive no public 

funding for capital works.  

While both the Commonwealth and State governments provide capital funding for non -

government schools, the main source of funding for buildings and equipment in the 

independent sector is private income, with parents historically contributing more 

than 80% of the cost of buildings.  

Public funding available for capital works in the independent sector goes mainly to 

school communities with the least capacity to raise funds (such as Glenleighden with 

a small number of students and for special purposes). 

The Building the Education Revolution program altered the balance between public and 

private funding for capital works in non -government schools in 2009 and 2010. (This 

was the funding source for our new library, manual arts and multipurpose building 

completed last year). 

In the 2005-2008 funding period, the Australian Government provided about $164 

million to independent schools under its Capital grants Program, out of   a total of 

$1.7 billion for all Australian schools. 

 

If you are interested in reading further information about independent schools generally, 

there are a few Snapshot of Independent Schools brochures at reception which has recently 

been released.
