Dear Families,

Following on from my last newsletter update, please find below some more facts regarding
independent school funding for your information. Cae and | are happy to discuss any of these points
further with you if you require clarification or further information.

Funding Myth Number 2 : More statements you will often hear in the community and through the
media are those which imply that Government Schools (i.e. State Schools) are severely under funded or
under resourced when compared with Independent or Catholic schools.

As we know from last time, on average, in 20082009 a government school student received
$13,544 in public funding; a non-government school student received $6,850 and an
independent school student received $6,100. As a result of parental contribution, the average
expenditure on an independent school student in 2008 -2009 was $13,700 compared with
$10,000 for a Catholic systemic school and $11,100 for a government school student.During
this same period, $32,472 was spent on each student at Glenleighden of which $6,585 was
parental contribution.

The majority of students attend government schools d i.e. 66%.

If all students in non-government schools were to enrol in government schools, it would decrease
the average funding for every student from $13,544 to $11,250 per annum. Students from
Glenleighden would continue to receive Students with Disabilities funding on top of this,
so you would approximate that they would receive $25,000 or less per student in total
unless they were to attend a government special education facility.

By encouraging private investment in schooling, the government has relieved pressure on public
resources, saving an estimate of $7.9 billion in 20082009. In fact for students attending
Glenleighden, the government is saving between $7253 and $33410 per student per
annum when comparing to state special education facilities. Using an average, this
approximates to a government saving of $1.7 million for our students alone for 2011.

Government support for non -government schools has enabled to grow and cater for an
increasingly diverse student body. Without government funding, non -government schooling
would only be accessible to high income families. However, the main growth in the
independent sector has been in low fee schools and the majority of independent schools (>70%)
are in the lowest SES range (i.e. identified with the highest needs). Schools in the highest SES
range attract very small amounts of public Funding per student but can attract a large amount
of public funding in total due to school numbers.

Government policy supporting the provision of funding for non -government schools is based on a
large body of evidence that choice and competition lead to better education outcomes for all
students.
